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The following are guidelines for the installation of any temporary artwork on campus and are specifically developed to guide the process for student installations that are part of studio coursework. 

The creative and technical process for developing the artwork is overseen by the course instructor. 

Installation must meet the following guidelines: 

1. Installation sight and content must be evaluated by the instructor prior to the installation

2. The art department office should be notified of the project at least one week prior to the installation taking place.

3. Be temporary

4. Not obstruct any walk way

5. Not permanently change the installation sight in any way

6. If things are suspended from trees or other structures, the installation must be done in a way that does not harm or change the structure in any way and is secure and safe. 

7. No holes can be dug in or stacks driven into the ground.

8. Content must be appropriate for public art. 

Prior to the installation, the Chair will notify Buildings and Grounds with the following information: location and time/duration of the installation.
