VII. Guest Speakers –
a. Cynthia Fruhwirth, Assistant Director of Advising – at the PALS office students able to get help right away 9000 walk-ins over 20,000 contacts with students last year. In addition, we are in the processes of hiring PALS for next year, training will be in January.  Here are a few comments from past PALS: cannot fail PALS always excellent and patient with my requests, the pals themselves grow, exit love working in the office constantly bettering yourself in the short time I was not confident when I started and gained confidence. Austyn:  where can students find the application for a PAL?  Answer: type in advising and then go to pal page and you will find the application there, will need two letters of recommendations, one from faculty member and another from supervisor or coach.  
b. Allen Davis, Director of Community Development – City of Oshkosh – here to discuss rental inspection city council passed. There are lots of issues around the city leaking roof not up to code, spindles broken from guard rail even in the house have to have handrails, smoke and carbon monoxide detector working, city is trying to correct.  Example sump pump and not the sanitary system, cannot do it that way not into the street and into the yard.  Open and close windrows, a screen has to be in for all that open and close screens for all your windows.  Dead bolt for personal safety, have to be able to open the knobs with one hand knobs to get out when someone is unfamiliar with the house, heat has to be able to get to 67 degrees.  This will be in effect January 2017, letters will be sent to landlords and this will not be a cost to tenants, the meetings to inspect the homes will be set up with the tenants.  Each property will be inspected every five years starting with the university area, the average complaint brings out 3 to 4 violations per property and you do not need to wait until things are really bad before you call. Inspectors are not worried about underage drinking or drug paraphilia.  History club: How do you protect the tenants from retaliation from landlord?  Answer:  the increase will be $2 a month for the landlord and it would be hard pressed to say that these increases will be passed along to students. PSA: How do you file a complaint:  Answer on City of Oshkosh website or call 236-5055 and we will get out there the same day.  We have over 1000 complaints a year. Pre-dental: What if landlord refuses to do anything?  Answer:  they will do another inspection, will end up in court and judge usually go with health and safety as no one wants anyone drying from poor ventilation. Student Veterans Association:  Will they keep a running tally?  Answer:  yes there will be a record.
