WHEREAS, many University of Wisconsin Oshkosh students have had concerns over plant-life impeding walkways around campus; and

WHEREAS, The 2014 Campus Sustainability Plan lists “Improv[ing] bicycling culture and bicycle facilities on campus” as a priority goal in “Reducing and eliminating negative impacts especially related to human and planetary health and climate neutrality”; and

WHEREAS, this goal could be accomplished by “Increas[ing] the number and quality of bike facilities on campus to encourage students, faculty, and staff to bike to campus. These facilities should address factors such as different kinds of bikes and bike locks, inclement weather, and concentrated areas of use on campus.”; and 
WHEREAS, the plan also includes the objective of “Develop[ing] and manag[ing] a unique landscape that stresses sustainability, functional working grounds, safety, and aesthetics.” As well as listing “In the warmer months, turf and plantings maintenance takes priority to provide an aesthetically pleasing landscape for students, faculty, staff, and visitors”; and 
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Campus Sustainability Council should address the overgrowth of plant life on campus sidewalks before this overgrowth disrupts the student body’s ability to navigate the walkways of campus grounds; and

WHEREAS, Wisconsin State Statue 36.09(5) gives the responsibility to university student associations to review and offer recommendations on policies concerning student life, services, and interests; and

WHEREAS, UW-Oshkosh prides itself on being a sustainable campus in which it takes steps to reduce its overall impact on the environment; and 

WHEREAS, other University of Wisconsin system schools have left the parking permit system and moved to a license plate recognition system (LPR) such as Green Bay and Steven Point; and 

WHEREAS, moving to this system would reduce the printing, energy usage, time by Parking Services, in turn reducing their impact on the environment; and 

WHEREAS, a LPR system would reduce the need for those checking parking to clear off snow in the winter. WHERAS, this system can be used to differentiate various types of lot permits; and 

WHEREAS, Green Bay has seen a reduction in cost as well as a reduction in the number of citations written showing this system as student friendly.

THEREFORE LET IT BE RESOLVED, that OSA supports a change in Parking Services to move to a LPR system for the benefit of the university and for the students.

WHEREAS, Wisconsin State Statue 36.09(5) gives the responsibility to university student associations to review and offer recommendations on policies concerning student life, services, and interests; and 

WHEREAS, UWS Chapter 18.10 (3)(a) states that, “No person may carry, possess or use any dangerous weapon on university lands or in university buildings or facilities, except with the written approval of the chief administrative officer or for law enforcement purposes.”; and

WHEREAS, shared governance groups on campus have an interest in securing the safety of the campus community; and 

WHEREAS, possession of firearms (guns) or any other dangerous weapons are prohibited in most campus buildings. This includes martial arts equipment, bullets, knives, stun guns, paintball guns, air-soft guns, nerf guns and any article or substance that could be considered as a weapon; and 

WHEREAS, OSA has already approved a resolution similar to this (OSA-06-025); and 

WHEREAS, there is currently no place to store the above stated items available to students and organizations; and 

WHEREAS, other campuses such as University of Wisconsin Platteville and University of Wisconsin Stevens Point can be used as an example for policies and procedures regarding weapon storage on campuses; and 

WHEREAS, the campus police department is in the process of trying to renovate the police station; and 

WHERAS, campus officers, such as CPT Tarmann agree with the principle of this resolution.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: That we as shared governance propose that the University police and/or the university in general, make reasonable accommodations for the storage of articles which are necessary to participate in hunting and other shooting sports, such as firearms, firearms cartridges, knives, paintball markers, air-soft guns and other articles or substances which are currently banned from entering a residence halls and other buildings on campus.
