We would also like feedback on food services.  Please email food@uwosh.edu. An example is that the noodles were being burnt, someone sent an email and it turned out that the timer had been bumped so that was an easy fix.  That email is checked by many and goes directly to their forms.  Austyn: what is the price difference higher for an all access meal plan?  Answer:  more than 10%. History Club: could the serving size and nutrition information be added to items in Blackhawk? Marty: Yes, we have recipes for things but now that the portions changed we have to address that.
