X. Unfinished Business –
OSA 16-013

WHEREAS Wisconsin State Statue 36.09(5) gives the responsibility to university student associations to review and offer recommendations on policies concerning student life, services, and interests; and

WHEREAS there is a current policy for academic honor cords for undergraduate students that only allows honor cords at commencement for the following reasons; Honor cords (gold University Honors cords or white College Honors cords) awarded for the current degree or for previous degrees granted by this University. Insignia (honor cord, stole or medallion) granted by an academic unit within this University in recognition of scholarly achievement. Insignia or stole associated with a student's study abroad program. Traditional insignia or stole considered appropriate for academic ceremonies in an international student's native country; and 

WHEREAS there are currently organizations allowed to wear an insignia at commencement despite not meeting criteria set by this policy; and

WHEREAS there is no policy that recognizes student involvement as an honor worthy enough to receive insignia at commencement; and

WHEREAS the Oshkosh Student Association (OSA) believes that student involvement is crucial to a student’s success at the University of Wisconsin Oshkosh.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that OSA calls for a review of the current policy where it defines scholarly achievement and enforces it fairly between all applicants; and

THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that OSA calls for the formulation of an inclusive policy that recognizes student leadership and involvement as an honor at commencement; and

THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that OSA calls for student shared governance to play a vital role in the formulation of this new policy; and  

THEREFORE BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED upon passage of the resolution a copy shall be transmitted to the following; all student shared governance leaders, Dr. Andrew Leavitt, Chancellor; Dr. Lane Earns, Provost, Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs, Laura Rommelfanger, Alumni Welcome & Conference Center Director, and Dr. Brandon Miller, Interim Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs.

I. Committee Reports – Schadrie, attended Leadership Council it was discussed starting a  student panel and how they would go about doing that, UMC advisory group charge, OSA someone join that community and have an interest in web and marketing tactics – Miller: you are correct merge all marketing into one and advisory group with a student on the committee. Also talked about committee for hiring of the Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs, three students not necessary from OSA, Chancellor five years ago switched to Google Docs and faculty had a lot more input in it and D2L the students not too much but faculty involved and phone systems.  Miller: D2L need to have student input directed to the Provost faculty as well as students, there is a place to send out a resolution Google or Outlook. Cartwright: Who has the final say?  Answer: the Chancellor has the final say
II.  Discussion –
a.  Google and Microsoft 365
UW Oshkosh is one of two campuses in the UW System using Google mail.  The CIO Milk to another platform Microsoft 365, CIO Milkovich warned the campus that it may be requested to change platforms but no decision has been made.  Novak:  How long would it be before anything changes?  Would this be switched this year?  Answer: No not this year, it would take a few years, lot of people involved all the change going on.  Cartwright: Remembers the old email system and the transfer to Google and it was horrible, all her emails were lost as there was only a certain number of emails that could be saved and transferred over, everyone lost attachments that were saved in email.  Miller: that would be a valid question to offer up to Ann is there a capacity for the number of emails that will be transferred over, he used Microsoft 365 at another institution Google docs and all the ease will still be applicable for a while, Wolf: have to look at the pros and cons of Google and Microsoft 365, one of the pros this campus can collaborate with other campuses, cons to it as well it will be depend on which company will be used in facilities hiring students after they graduate. Austyn:  Why did this come up?  Answer Wolf:  Other institutions are using Microsoft 365 and CIO feels we may be requested to change.  Used Microsoft 365 while working in the capitol.  Colon:  Micrsoft 365 not the same as Google Docs there are things that university chooses they can pick up the package that includes Cloud, her current employer does not use Cloud; if she had to choose she would pick Google hands down.  Matznick:  Is this necessary just because others are doing it?  Colon: Did bring it up at SOL last week and most people do feel Google is user friendly and everyone on SOL was in favor of staying with it.  Matznick: Transferred everyone used gmail and used Microsoft 365 and had to use the learning curve switching, most people that were using Microsoft 365 created a gmail have a person gmail already for personal use and most will just create a gmail anyway in the UW system.  Cartwright:  Are there additional cost and will students be required to purchase Microsoft Office as a few have expressed that concern?  Answer:  Miller:  don’t think there would be an increase in cost involved and students will not be charged.  Wolf: students should write a resolution.  Boothe: this will be discussion for Monday and bring it forward and write a resolution. Eickstedt: how would it work for those with a Mac?  Answer:  Berge – took class at Eau Claire this summer and just used email through Microsoft 365, have a MAC and could access the emails. Schadrie: works in reslife the desk workers share calendars with Google and I like it a lot. Is it a cost saver to switch over to Microsoft 365?  Answer:  Miller:  No does not believe so.  Kulibert:  How has collaborating been an issue how?  Grad student here and collaborates with others outside the university and has no issues if someone is using Microsoft 365.  Miller:  That is a good question, I have not seen that but something to ask never had an issue and what do they face as challenges.  Colon:  Mac too and use own computer PowerPoint all do come in if we all get those provided to us sign it with your email and use it on your phone, way easier on Google for your phone and Microsoft 365 is available on the Mac.  Schadrie:  Are there any functions of Microsoft 365 that make it better than Google at all; email functions only used it for email.  Could we request from IT demos side by side to see the difference?  Answer:  Yes. Neumeyer, Google to 365 just wrote down in 15 min several pros are changing worth all this hassle? Matznick: closing comment agree with Leadership UW Oshkosh should not have to switch just because they made another institution. Eickstedt: Is there something we don’t know that faculty does since faculty does not want to switch to Microsoft 365?  Answer:  Miller:  Some faculty built their curriculum through Google Docs.
