‘Section 1- OSA Judiciary Commitiee
A Pumose
The OSA Judiciary Committee shall convene after a written request that outlines the
‘complaint s received from an OSA member, to investigate and to factually report on the
allegations to the Senate and Assembly for appropriate action within ten (10) class days
of receiving the complaint.
Membership of the OSA Judiciary Committee
The OSA Judiciary Committee shall consist of three (3) voting OSA members and three
(3) alternates (also members of OSA). The three voting members of the commitee
shall consist of one (1) Senate member, one (1) Assembly member, and one (1) At-
Large student body member. They shall be appointed by the Vice-Chancellor for
‘Student Affairs and approved by the OSA Senate and Assembly at the beginning of the
OSA Administrative year for a term of one year. If the Judiciary Committee shall
‘convene, no voting member of the Judiciary Committee may be the subject of the
complaint,
. Powers and Duties
The powers and duties of the OSA Judiciary Committee shall be:
1. To investigate the allegations presented in the written request
2. To compile a factual report to be presented to the Senate and
Assembly

‘Section 2- Impeachment

An impeachment,if passed by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of both the
‘Senate and Assembly; willresult n the immediate removal from office for failure to carry
out the duties or abuse of powers provided by this constitution. An impeachment
hearing in the Senate will be scheduled as the next regular meeting afer the OSA
Judiciary Committee has completed an investigation and a report o the Senate and
Assembly. The Senate and Assembly may vote to impeach at the next reguiar meeting
after the hearing. A motion to impeach may not occur within the final two (2) months of
the academic year.

Laura Knaapen gave us a classroom IT update.  It has become too costly to deliver Macs to classrooms when an instructor needs it or to provide each classroom with 2 computers. It is also a logistical nightmare to designate specific classrooms as Mac or Windows.  They are looking at alternatives to be more cost efficient.  Currently, over 60% of instructors use Windows in the classroom.  One thought is to have instructors that prefer Mac, to bring their own to the classroom.  They are hoping to make a final decision by the end of April for Fall 17.

We discussed the final draft of the Children in the Workplace Policy.  This policy will also affect student employees with children.  It does not affect students with children.

We discussed the Continuation of the Conference on Shared Governance and the consensus is to continue with it.

We also discussed the new policy draft for Workplace Conduct Expectations.  This policy will also apply to all student employees.  Each campus is required to write a local policy based on the UW system policy.  Various forms of bullying has been added to this document.  I am sure Alex can add more to this.

We had a final discussion on the Resolution of Campus Support & Resources for Inclusive Excellence.  We made a few amendments in session and will likely pass it at our next meeting on March 9th.
