WHEREAS: The original purpose of DACA was to prevent individuals who had no choice but to come to the United States from being deported to a country that they are completely unfamiliar with; and

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: The Oshkosh Student Association, in an effort to help maintain UW-Oshkosh’s climate of inclusivity, supports DACA and all those who would be impacted by the repeal of DACA; and
