OSA 17-020
WHEREAS, The University of Wisconsin-System Board of Regents passed a proposal presented System President Ray Cross to merge two-year universities with neighboring four-year universities. 

WHEREAS, the University of Wisconsin-System Student Representatives is mandated by its constitution to act in the best interests on behalf of the student body of the University of Wisconsin-System.

WHEREAS, Wisconsin Statute § 36.09(5) states “..students of each institution or campus shall have the right to organize themselves in a manner they determine and to select their representatives to participate in institutional governance”.

WHEREAS, elected representatives on behalf of four year university regions have been named by their respective institutions to sit on the Steering Committee mandated with the task of exploring, configuring, and implementing reforms and consolidation measures on behalf of the University System. 

WHEREAS, the University of Wisconsin-System Board of Regents recognized at its November 9th meeting the establishment of a delegate on non-voting capacity to the Steering Committee on behalf of the student body.

WHEREAS, while the student body has a duly appointed student regent to speak on behalf of student interests, it also has the ability to serve in a delegatory capacity established in 60 Atty. Gen. 395 (1971).

WHEREAS, that the student representatives popularly elected by the student bodies of their respective universities are influential, and in many regards, serve in a voting capacity in determining policy decisions that impact students.

WHEREAS, the establishment of delegating authority with non-voting status does not institute a binding authority to impact the creation, determination, and implementation of changes made by the merger Steering Committee that will directly impact students and the student experience.

WHEREAS, student governments are mandated with the ability to draft legislation on behalf, and in the best interest of, their respective student bodies. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the University of Wisconsin-Oshkosh Student Association set clear standards of merger implementation in regards to shared governance and student wellbeing to our respective administrators and chancellor. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the University of Wisconsin-Oshkosh Student Association, with consideration of our differences in regards to other universities makeup, culture, and scale, respectively request student input of merger policy changes to our representative on the UW-System Steering Committee

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the student shared governance bodies of our institution retain their current authority in campus shared governance practices and remain independent of administrative oversight. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that our regional delegate on the University of Wisconsin-System merger steering committee prioritize student life and promote the preservation of student services to their utmost ability. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that our regional delegate on the steering committee advocate for the preservation of academic programs and student high impact practices. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the University of Wisconsin-Oshkosh Student Association ask delegatory status of the University of Wisconsin-Oshkosh administration and respective regional delegate on the University of Wisconsin-System Merger Steering Committee. 

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that upon passage of this resolution it be sent to Chancellor Andrew Leavitt, Chief Information Officer Anne Milkovich, Regional Dean Martin Rudd, Interim Provost John Koker, Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs Cheryl Green, Faculty Senate President Stephen Bentivenga, and Academic Staff Senator Ane Carriveau

WHEREAS, The University of Wisconsin Oshkosh has listed “Sustainability” as one of its core values, which is a value shared by UW Oshkosh students, and
WHEREAS, Sodexo states on their dining services web page that “Sodexo Campus Dining Team is dedicated to sustainability. We know we can all work together to make a positive impact right here at The University of Wisconsin Oshkosh.” and 
WHEREAS, Students at UW-Oshkosh see an opportunity for Sodexo to improve their sustainability efforts through Reeve dining services, and, 
WHEREAS, based off of last year’s estimates, Sodexo currently uses 160,000 wrapped plastic forks yearly, which end up in a landfill, and 
WHEREAS, the Oshkosh Student Association would like to work with Sodexo and the Green Fund to find a more sustainable alternative to the plastic forks that are used in Reeve, which would entail replacing the them with reusable stainless steel forks, and 
WHEREAS, OSA would work with Green Fund to see if the initial investment can be covered through OSA, Green Fund, or other means if necessary, and 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that OSA asks Sodexo and its managers to further work with OSA to help reach mutual goals of sustainability on campus, and 
THEREFORE BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that upon passage of this resolution it be sent to Chancellor Andrew Leavitt, Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs Cheryl Green, Assistant Director for Dining Operations Marty Strand, Executive Director for Campus Life Jean Kwaterski, Retail Dining Manager Brian Warzynski, General Manager Bill Rotchford,  Operations Manager Lisa Siwik, Office Manager Rae Ann Wetzel, OSA Sustainability Director Mary-Rachel Novak,  and Campus Sustainability Director Brian Kermath
