Is the piece innovative or unique without resorting to unnecessary gimmicks or distractions?
	

	B. Stage presence: Is the performance presented at a professional level? If memorized, is there a high level of solid memorization?
	

	C. Technique: Is technical proficiency evident? If film, are the cinematography and performance(s) of high quality? If a musical performance, is there perfection of intonation, correct rhythm, expressive dynamics, clear technique and a high level of tone quality? If vocal performance, is the quality of voice strong and pronunciation of text clear?
	

	D. Quality of presentation: Has the work been presented in a thoughtful, organized manner? Can the audience clearly hear and see all elements of the presentation? Is the work complete? If there are multiple components, are they presented in a cohesive, consistent way? If there are multiple presenters, has everyone been clearly identified?
	

	E. Ability of the presenter(s) to talk about piece: The presenter(s) should be able to clearly describe what they were trying to achieve. Ideas should be clear and understandable to those outside the discipline. Technical terms should be avoided or explained. Is there a written statement? If so, does it aid the audience in understanding the work? Written work should be free of spelling and grammatical errors.
