	A. Concept and originality: The intended purposes of art and design vary. For Art and Design: If the piece is intended to convey meaning, does it tell a story or evoke emotion? Successfully use metaphor or allegory? Does the piece make a statement or state a cause? Is the piece innovative or unique without resorting to unnecessary gimmicks or distractions?
For Art: What is the artist trying to say? Does the piece convey meaning or is it purely representational? For
For Design: Does it clearly communicate the intended information and/or message?
	

	B. Composition and use of elements and principles of design: These apply to works of art as well as works of design. Does the piece have clear visual impact? Is there effective use of the Elements of Design (such as Line, Shape, Form, Color, Value, Texture, Space) as well as the Principles of Design (such as Pattern, Contrast, Emphasis, Balance, Scale, Harmony, Rhythm, Unity, Variety)?
For Design: Is it legible and easy to navigate? Is there consistency and harmony in the layout, font, color, and image choices? If multiple typefaces are used, do they work together well? If there is a significant amount of type, is there a hierarchical structure and/or a grid in place to organize the information? Are images of the proper resolution?
	

	C. Technique: Are the materials used and artistic or design media chosen befitting to the concept of the piece? Is technical proficiency evident?
	

	D. Quality of installation/presentation: Has the work been presented in a thoughtful manner? Is the work complete? If there are multiple components, are they presented in a cohesive, consistent way? Are two- dimensional design projects mounted on presentation board in a professional manner (clean cuts and angles, no evidence of pencil marks or adhesives)? Is three-dimensional design work (such as booklets or packaging) assembled correctly?
	

	E. Ability of the artist or designer to talk about piece: A written or oral statement is required. The presenter should be able to clearly describe what they were trying to achieve. Ideas should be clear and understandable to those outside the discipline. Technical terms should be avoided or explained. Is there a written statement? If so, does it aid the viewer in understanding the work? Written work should be free of spelling and grammatical errors.
