One Time Requests:

With these culture nights, so they are eating why can’t they have a potluck?  Possibly pay for one, letting the students experience it.  But don’t they already have two from the budget?

Budget 61: Math Club

Travel is requested at $490 for two events within Wisconsin.  Dana—they can’t purchase shirts, $370 cannot be funded for that, Daniel—are they conferences for travel? Lindsey—yes, they are not competition based.  Then we have to change both the trips to $25 for admission because they’re allowed 4 members, plus an advisor.  $71 for the MAA and $100 for St. Norbs so $171 for travel.  For printing and dup. requesting $40, sounds good. Supplies $50—only for plates and such for pizza delivery, cut the supplies.  Food, change they are asking for 3 food events.  They did their math wrong—food is $80.  Advertising and notices $50, cannot fund t-shirts.  Prizes and awards $25 for the year.  Misc. we cut. Cannot pad the budget.

We have in the notes that they connect to other orgs through this leadership retreat.  Leave this? $6,360?  It seems to be quite a bit of money, but it does make sense for 6 events and co-sponsorships.  We now have the auditing system, so $6000? They can split it then between events.   Printing and duplicating $150?  $300 seems like a lot.  Housekeeping $98, Supplies $471—super vague.  For their events?  Maybe $100? That sounds good.  Food—holidays around the world and celebration, we can only pay for two, so we could do $750 for food? Yup.  Freight—$49?  If it’s on campus, it’s free. Cut postage.
